Terms and Conditions (continued) v.15

The Casler School of Real Estate, L.L.C., an Arizona lim ited liability com pany, hereby agrees to provide Student with instruction (as described above and below) in exchange

for paym ent by Student (as described above and below) and subject to the following terms and conditions:

JOB PLACEMENT SERVICE: NONE.  THE SCHOOL MAKES JOB INFORM ATION AVAILABLE, BUT DOES NOT OFFER JOB PLACEMENT SERVICES.

EDUCATION CERTIFICATE: After the S tudent has attended all prelicense classes (or sessions), rem itted paym ent in full to School for tuition (including extension fees, if

applicable, and all other amounts due under this Agreement and/or otherwise) and passed the School Final Exam ination, the School shall certify to the State of Arizona and/or

State Exam ination Testing Facility that the Student has meet the prelicensing education requirem ent and is eligible to take the State of Arizona Real Estate Licensing Test.

Continuing Education Certificates will be issued at the end of a continuing education class.

SELF-PACED COURSES

a. REFUND POLICY.  W ITHIN 30 DAYS AFTER ENROLLM ENT, STUDENT M AY OBTAIN A FULL REFUND OF AM OUNTS PAID, LESS THE FULL RETAIL VALUE

OF ALL BOOKS, STUDY AIDS AND OTHER PRODUCTS PROVIDED TO STUDENT AND A THIRTY-FIVE DOLLAR ($35.00) CHARGE FOR EACH SESSION (OR

ANY PORTION THEREOF) COMPLETED.  AFTER 30 DAYS, ANY REFUND ISSUED SHALL BE AT THE SCHOOL’S DISCRETION.

b.  SCHEDULING OF SESSIONS.    Student shall schedule date and tim e for taking each session.  Student is responsible for scheduling sufficient tim e to com plete self-paced

instruction during business hours.  Except for the Custom  Scheduling fee (if applicable), S tudent m ay m iss a self-paced session without financial penalty.  Students m ay

arrive late for self-paced session without financial penalty, but reserved com puter may no longer be available (see below) and the rem aining available tim e may not be

sufficient for Student to com plete all or part of the desired session and may need to be com pleted on another day.

c. COMPUTERS.  Student may bring and use their own computer to take the self-paced sessions (ability to access the Internet wirelessly may be required). School provided

computers m ay be reserved by Student for specific dates/tim es.  If not reserved, School provided com puters are available on a “first come, first served” basis.  If Student

is m ore than fifteen m inutes late for a scheduled session and the Student is using a School provided computer for the self-paced sessions, School may allow another student

to use the reserved com puter and Student m ay not be able to complete (or even begin) any portion of a self-paced session.  Tem porary and/or long-term  unavailability of

School provided com puters, tables, chairs, space and/or Internet connections shall not constitute a breach by School.  Unscheduled closing of School, illness of scheduled

instructor and/or other unexpected events that prevent Student from  taking one or m ore session shall not constitute a breach by School.

d. CLASS TIME: Self-paced sessions m ust be taken at the School when an ADRE approved instructor is present and during the posted business hours, which are subject

to change without advance notice.  Student should consult with School personnel to ensure class schedule (including School closings for holidays, breaks, etc.) is com patible

with Student’s schedule before signing up for any course.  

e. TIME LIMITS: The Student has one year from  the date of enrollm ent to complete the required classes and take the School Final Exam .  Thereafter, S tudent m ust pay an

extension fee and/or other additional fees to com plete any uncom pleted sessions, attend Review Class and/or take the School Final Exam .  In the event School elects to

discontinue one or m ore of the self-paced courses, School shall notify Student by e-m ail and/or letter and Student shall thereafter have thirty days to complete all rem aining

sessions and tests; if all rem aining sessions and tests are not com pleted within thirty days, School may elect to offer alternate instruction or to issue a refund, but shall have

no other liability.

f.  SCHOOL FINAL EXAM: The Student m ust complete all self-paced sessions and successfully complete three progress exams before the School will perm it Student to take

the School Final Exam .  The Student m ust correctly answer 80%  of the questions on the School Final Exam  to pass.  Students who do not pass the School Final Exam

m ust wait at least one day before retaking the School Final Exam .

SCHOOL’s DISCRETION: School shall have the sole and unfettered discretion to discontinue any discounts, special prom otions or incentives without notice and/or m ay refuse

to continue to provide classes to S tudent for any reason or no reason.  If School elects to refuse to provide Student with instruction, School may, in its discretion, provide a refund

to Student based upon the “Refund Policy” stated above.  School shall have no other liability to Student.

COPYRIGHT: The course books and course m aterials are copyrighted m aterial and are to be used only by S tudent and only for the purpose of studying for the School Final

Exam  and the State Exam ination and for no other purpose.

RETURNED CHECKS: Student shall be assessed $25.00 for any check returned unpaid to School for any reason, including insufficient funds.

SMOKING: Sm oking is not perm itted inside the School, but is perm itted outside in designated sm oking areas (sm oking areas are subject to change).

VIDEOTAPING.  Student understands and agrees that the reception area, classroom, testing area, exits and other areas (but not the restrooms) m ay be audio and/or video-taped

for security and/or other purposes, and Student hereby consents thereto and releases any and all interest of Student, if any, in any such recordings made by School.

LOSS/DAMAGE OF BOOKS and/or PERSONAL PROPERTY: S tudent is responsible for safeguarding the Student’s course books, course m aterials and Student’s personal

property.  The School shall not be liable to Student for any course books, course m aterials and/or personal property belonging to S tudent or that are in the Student’s possession

that are lost, dam aged or stolen.  

CENTURY 21 METRO ALLIANCE (C21): C21 is not affiliated with School and Student is not obligated to work for or even interview with C21.  

USE OF FACILITIES: The School shares space with Century 21 Metro A lliance.  Student shall use C21 and School prem ises and all personal property (i.e., com puter equipm ent,

vending m achines, desks, etc.) with care and shall be responsible for any dam age(s) thereto caused by Student and School may bill S tudent for said dam ages and/or charge

to Student’s account or credit card therefor.

LIMIT OF LIABILITY: Loss of power, unavailability of School provided computers, inoperable computers, loss of Internet access, power outages, loss or dim inished heating or

air-conditioning, unavailability of instructors and/or failure of instructor to appear for one or m ore scheduled classes or sessions and/or other events that delay, inhibit or prevent

instruction, shall not constitute a breach by School, but to the extent any of the foregoing are regarded as constituting a breach, the parties hereby agree that dam ages as a result

thereof shall be $0.00.  To the extent a viable claim  is asserted against School, the School’s liability under this Agreement and/or otherwise shall be lim ited to the cost of the

course (as selected by Student, above), less the full retail value of any books, study aids and other m aterials provided to Student.  Under no circum stances shall School be liable

for direct, indirect, incidental or consequential dam ages, loss of tim e, loss of wages, expenses, loss of opportunity, interest, out-of-pocket and/or actual expenses, or any other

am ounts in excess of the cost of the course, as described and lim ited herein.

CREDIT REPORTING/DEFAULT: If Student owes any am ount to School or School charges any am ount to Student’s account that is not paid upon dem and, then School is

extending credit to Student and School m ay report derogatory credit inform ation to local and national reporting agencies.  In addition, if collection becom es necessary, Student

hereby authorizes School to obtain Student’s credit report for litigation and/or collection purposes.  If paym ent of all am ounts due under this Agreem ent is not received within

one year from  the date hereof, then interest shall accrue on all am ounts due hereunder from  the date first due or assessed at the rate of twenty-four percent per annum and

School may assess a collection assignment fee equal to $250.00 and may send this Agreement and Student’s account to a collection agent.  Student shall be responsible for

all fees and costs incurred and/or charged by collection agent.

AFFILIATION: Carlton C. Casler and/or the owner of the Casler School of Real Estate, L.L.C., also has an ownership interest in: Casler Law Office, PLLC, Casler Real Estate,

LLC, and A 24-Hour Discount Online Real Estate School.  School may pay referral fee or otherwise com pensate third-parties for referring Student to School.  School m ay receive

referral fee or other com pensation from  third-parties, including brokers, title com panies, mortgage com panies, for referring Student to third-parties and/or m aking inform ation

about third-party services available to Student.

ARBITRATION: In the event any controversy arises between the School and the Student, Student hereby agrees to: (1) subm it the matter to AAA Arbitration and to arbitrate

the matter at Student’s sole expense or (2) to file a claim  against the School in the sm all claims division of justice court.  If Student elects to litigate, Student stipulates to

jurisdiction in the Buckeye Justice Court, in the small claim s division.  Student hereby waives any and all right to a jury trial.  Student and School hereby agree that the prevailing

party in any litigation, pre-litigation, appeal, post-judgm ent proceedings, or otherwise, SHALL NOT be entitled to an award of attorney’s fees, litigation expenses or court costs.

In the event Student initiates litigation, Student understands and agrees that the School’s liability under this Agreem ent or otherwise shall be lim ited as stated herein.  (See “Lim it

of Liability,” above).  A signed copy (i.e., paper or electronic copy) of this agreement shall suffice as evidence of this agreement; the original shall not be required and may be

destroyed or returned to Student.
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
